COLONEL JOHN G. PAYNE
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Colonel John G. Payne is the Vice Commander, 615th Contingency Response Wing, Travis Air Force Base, Calif.  The Wing is one of two specialized wings in the Air Force, providing professional multifunctional teams to extend Air Mobility infrastructure and establish initial airbase opening capability through rapid forward deployment.  The Wing consists of over 700 personnel organized in two Contingency Response Groups, a Contingency Operations Support Group, six associated squadrons and Air Mobility Liaison Officers serving at Army and Marine Corps bases in the western United States and the Pacific.
Colonel Payne received his commission and earned a Bachelors of Science Degree in Engineering from the U. S. Air Force Academy in 1988. 
Upon graduation from Undergraduate Pilot Training, Colonel Payne was selected to fly the KC-135 Stratotanker.  He served as an Instructor Pilot, Special Operations Flight Commander, and Group Chief of Mobility before becoming a Wing Executive Officer.  Later, he was selected to attend Air Mobility Command’s Advanced Study of Air Mobility course where he was awarded a masters degree in Air Mobility from the Air Force Institute of Technology.  Colonel Payne then served at the Pentagon as Chief, Mobility Program Integration.  There he was responsible for integrating, evaluating and analyzing over $463 billion in Air Force programs across the Future Years Defense Program.  Upon returning to fly, Colonel Payne was selected to cross-flow into the C-5 Galaxy, where he commanded the 22d Airlift Squadron.  Prior to assuming his current position, he served as the Chief, East Division (J3) at USTRANSCOM, Scott Air Force Base, Ill.  Colonel Payne is a command pilot with more than 3,000 flying hours.
